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But to each one of us grace was given according to the measure of Christõs giftéAnd He Himself gave some to 
be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors and teachers, for the equipping of the saints for 
the work of ministry.  ð Ephesians 4:7, 11-12 
 

This year I will be celebrating the thirtieth anniversary of my ordination.  In the ordination 
vows there is a prayer which includes the charge to òequip your people for their work of ministry.ó 

This is charge I have been intentional about over the course of my vocational life, equip-
ping people for ministry.  This year I am going recommit myself to this charge with three foci:  
Prospecting, Mentoring, Delegating. 

First, I am going to be about the business of Intentional Prospecting.  I will be looking for and 
identifying talent, gifts, and skills in people who can be mentored and developed for ministry. 

Second, I am also going to be about the business of Intentional Mentoring.   I am going to be 
looking for and identifying mentors who can invest themselves in others, impart to them the 
knowledge and experience they have in order to develop them and give away responsibility. 

And third, I am going to be about the business of Intentional Delegating.  To be sure, there is 
a fine line between giving something away that one does not want to do, and trusting and 
training someone else to do a job so that one may be freed up to do another task.   My vision 
for delegating is the latter, expressing confidence, coaching and equipping another person with 
what they need to do ministry. 

 
Below are but a few of my hopes and dreams for fulfilling these three charges in 2010: 

Lutherhill Ministries.   I hope to identify and recruit Senior High Youth to become 
LYLEõs (Lutheran Youth Leadership Experience).  This programs trains and equips 
youth to be future counselors and staff for retreat and camping ministries.   

Stephenõs Ministry.  Pastor Sue, Pastor Sam Koenig, Annie Lovell, and Hank Parkman 
have training, not to mention, a passion for Stephenõs Ministry.  They have been ac-
tively òprospectingó for people who can be trained Stephenõs Ministers. 

Camp Hope.  Pastor Sue cast a vision for and effectively implemented Camp Hope 2009.  
Last summer a host of youth were equipped to be Counselors and Mentors for the 
younger children.  These youth are eager and passionate about being leaders and men-
tors in Camp Hope next summer. 

Lay Theological Academy.  I have a vision of equipping a cadre of lay preachers and lay 
Eucharistic Ministers.  I hope to begin this program in the fall.  It will include studies 
in Scripture, the Lutheran Confessions, and Homiletics.  

Crossways.  Pastor Sam Koenig has offered to lead this adult bible series.  Crossways is a 
Christ-centered, biblical survey which bridges the Old and New Testaments.   The 
goal of Crossways is to foster deeper, more meaningful Christian discipleship by culti-
vating biblical literacy. 

 
I have other ministry hopes for 2010: a fall 40-Day Spiritual Campaign, a Mission Trip, a 
Youth and Family Retreat, Church Camp, continuing the Internship Program.   
 
I look forward to another enriching year together.
